1, In compliance with reference (a), the PHILIP got underwsay from

Bikini at 2148 on 2 March end arrived and anchored off Rongelap Island
in the legoon at 0730M on 3 March, A PBM-5A (VP-29) eircreft, No, 2085,
piloted by LCDR WELCH which previously had been dispatched from Kwgjalein
enchored sbout 100 yards off the beach of the same island shortly before
the PHILIP enchored, Prior to anchoring, the PBM, in good radio com~
munication with the PHILIP, made a thorough reconnaissance flight around
the atoll, Also on departure the previous evening, the Commanding
Officer of the PC 1546 offered much valueble navigational and general
information which was of great help to the PHILIP,

2. The beach party including the Commanding Officer, Executive Officer,
Kediological Safety Officer and a three man monitoring team proceeded

from the PHILIP in g motor whale-boat to the PBM and picked up Mr, Marion
YILDS, civilian representative of the Civil Administration Unit, Marshalls
Trust Territories of Pacific Islends, and Oscar DeBrum, Marshallese ine
terpreter. The beach was such as to allow an easy close-in landing with-
out danger to the boat,

3. The party was met at the beach by John, the Magistrate of Rongelap,
kMonitoring of the island commenced immedietely, On the basis of initial
readings it eppeared obvious that evacuation was definitely in order,
The Commending Officer, U,S.S. PHILIP presented Mr, Wilds with the gen-
eral picture based on monitoring information, and on being informed that
Commender Joint Task Force SEVEN had stated that the aotual evacuation
should be rezuested by trust territory officiels, Mr, Wilds was very
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it wes explained that it was to the best interests of the Rongelap
people to leeve the atoll and that the PHILIP was there for that
purpose, Mr, Wilds was present during all the conversation with
John the Magistrate and was of much assistance as elso was LCDR

V. L. MURTHA, Executive Officer of the PHILIP whose Mgjuro Island
Government background proved very helpful in oonvincing the Mar-
shellese that they should leave,

4, The information that®the people would leave Rongelap was passed
very quickly, Each person was asked to bring a small handbag as the
only baggage since the monitors readings indicated e high dosage on
sleeping mats, palm baskets, and other personal belongings, It is
considered very important that once the accepted leader is established
end identified that all requests be made through him without exception,
This procedure expedited the entire operation,

5, It was decided to utilize the PBM to transport the elderly end the
sick to Kwajelein, John designated sixteen (16) persons and this party
v~8 emberked in the eircraft in gbout an hour and & half after the
perty first lended, These passengers are listed in Enclosure (1) which
is forwerded herewith,

6., Fortunately, the larshallese were not reluctant te leave the island,
The magistrats explained that the people had been sick and he obviously
dzduced that £11 of the people would soon be providsd the necesssary
m3dical care, John was apprehensive esbout the safety of his bont, a

30 foot sloop. The sloop was towed by the ship's whele boat to a better
lee, Two enchors wsre dropped and the boat appearsd to be in good holding
ground,

7. The forty eight (48) remaining Narshalless wers transportzd via two
chip's whele boats to the PHILIP, Names of evacuses ere listed in
anclosure (1),

8, De-contamination of the Marshallese commenced immediately upon em-
barkation, Routes had been previously established and the de-centeoming-
tion teams on station reedy to guide the passengers to the de-contemine-
tion center (eafter crew's washroom), Clothing was placed in two G,I., cans
oft and ofter a thorough showsr clean clothes were reeadily aveailable at
the exit, The crow donated sufficient white and dungazrez trousers,
dungaree end "T" shirts without which the de-contamination could not have
been as effective,
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9. Women and children were billeted in the torpedo room and the

men provided temporary shelter under a canvas tarpaulin rigged on the
01 level betveen the stacks., Cots were available as séats in both
locations, The after officer's hesad and washroom, a short dis-

tance from the torpedo room was designated for use by the women ond
children, The men had the use of the after crew's héad and washroom,
The separation of the Marshallese wns mandetory dus to the limited
space available in the torpedo room, A continuous 24 hour sentry
watch, all petty officers, was set at both locations to insure privacy
end to assist in any requests made by the Marshallese,

10, All children were provided milk shortly after de-contanination,
The Marshallese went through the regular mess line for meels and hed
the seme ration as the crew, The meat course was the least popular,
The megjority of the party asked for more soup, brcad and vegetabless
Hot soup was most in demand., Ice cream was the natural favorite of
o1l the children,.

11, The contaminated clothing was washed in the ship's loundry with
a strong soap solution, dried, pressed and recturned within four hours
efter the party embarked,

12, Sleeping accommodations, elthough crovded, were considered adequate,
Twelve (12) cots end two (2) stretchers were set up in the torpedo room
ond the remaining deck space covered with kepok life jackets, The men
slept on the fonteil under the deck awvning, Life jackets proved to be
cormfortable pellets ond are exczsllent insulation sgainst worm or damp
dscks, Vith the above arrangemsnts each person had o sleeping space,

13, The PBY planeCommander reported that he thought he saw some people
on Enianetok Islend (Rongelap Atoll), A party, including John ond Oscar
De3rum, ths interpreter, landed on this island at 031248, 4 thorough
sszrch was made but no Marshsallese were located, The Magistrate insured
thz search party that he was certain that there were no persons there
sirce o boat was not nearby, ionitor team readings indicotzd an average
of 3,02 Roentgens, with a maximum reading of 3,65 FRoentgons, Nonitor
team statistics are included in enclosure (2)., It was lucky that this
island was not inhabite”,

14, Six (6) semplzs of water taken from wells on Rongelap have bzen
forwarded in compliance with reference (b), Approximzte locations of
wells are indicatcd in enclosure (3),
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15, The ship then procozded to Ailinginae Atoll., The Magistrate
believed it possible that a party was on Enibuk Island, A party was
landed, conducted a thorough search but found no ons, The ship re-
mained in the vicinity of Enibuk while thes two whale boats proccecded
to Sifo Island, A sloop was sighted anchored in the lagoon off Sifo
Island, The party landed and John the Magistrate once agzin explained
the need for leaving Rongelap., Eighteen z18) Marshellese worc trans-
ported from this island, Both this group, and John, assured the party
that there were no Marshallese on any of ths othsr islands and the
evocuation was considered complzted., The sloop was anchored off tho
islond in a good lee, The same procedures for handling the 18 cvacuoes
from Sifo were followed as describzd in the precseding paragraphs,

16, The PAILIP departed from Ailinginze at 1800M on 3 March and arrived
at the Naval Station Kwajalein at 0830H on 4 March, The Marshallose
were disembarked during the morning of 4 Morch and rasmoved to the Kaveal
Dispensary, On arrival, the PHILIP wes visited by Commandsr, Navel
Stotion, Kwejalein, and repreaeontatives of Commaonder Joint Task Force
SEVEN,

17, In spite of the willingness of the people to l:2ave their homes

there was understendable concern over the safety of the two sloops lcft
bechind at Rongelap and Sifo, These boszts are a community assst for
hauling copre and returning the basic food staples, medicines and
clothing during the period that Trust Territory fisld trip ships are

not available, Tharc was a considerable amount of copre in a drying

shed on Enigetok and o smallor amount on Sifo., It was most dishecartening
to the ilagistrate to leave the copra behind since he himself had preparcd
the cepra or Eninstok 1last week, All livestock, including about one
hundred chickzns =2nd ten pigs were cbandoned on Rongelap, Two dogs were
2lso left on the island, Since the people were not givern an estimztc of
the duration of their evacu-ction, the concera over the above items will
no doubt increese as the gbsence from their homes grows longoer,

18, It is rccommended that aircraft pzriodically check the condition

of the two sloops a2t Rongelep and Sifo, It is further rccommended that
som2 consideration be given to the transfer of livestock, copra and
personzal bclongings on Rongelap, Sifo, Znicetok, There is a possibility
that these onimals could be of much value for scientific research,

19, The Morshallese werc exccllent pessengers, most cooperative, nover
demanding ond exemplary in conduct, It was 2 distinct pleasure for the
crew of the PHILIP to have been affordasd the opportunity to assist thase
quiet peoplz in the evacuation,
